Available through an application process with Valley City Parks and Recreation. This program is income-
based and a sliding fee scale is used. Those interested in applying may contact the Gaukler Family Wellness
Center for an application or get one from www.vcparks.com.

Once financial eligibility is approved, you will be mailed a letter stating what you will receive for your
scholarship. You will also be given an orientation to the facility and an explanation of your scholarship.

Applications must be filled out completely with requested information provided. The application should then be dropped
off at the Gaukler Family Wellness Center. A minimum admittance of 12 times per 60 days is required by all individuals
over 9 years old on the membership.

Reduced Activity Programs

Individuals and families who qualify for free and reduced meals through their local school are eligible for
reduced programs through Valley City Parks and Recreation.
